	1. Does the project involve International collaborative R&D?

	NICOP is not the solution. NICOP funds are only intended for int’l R&D collaboration (US +Non-US).

	2. Is the proposed project between the Int’l partner & the US Sponsor a “new” collaboration? “New” could mean: the partners have not worked together before; or, the collaboration will address a new technical issue.
	Go to Question 3
	NICOP is not the solution. NICOP funds are only provided to start new Int’l collaborations.

	3. Will the U.S. Sponsor provide over half the funding provided to the int’l partner over the life of the project?
	Go to Question 4
	NICOP is not the solution. NICOP is only available as a source of matching funds. NICOP matches up to 100% of the support provided by other US Sponsors (i.e., ONR, NRL, DARPA, TSWG, NSF, NOAA, … even other Services).

	4. Does the project have relevance to a US Navy (USN) technical issue?
	Go to Question 5
	NICOP is not the solution. If not sure, contact ONRIFO for guidance on USN requirements.

	5. Does the project have an ONR Program Manager (PM) or NRL Program Officer (PO) willing to endorse or manage the effort?
	Go to Question 6
	NICOP is not the solution. If a Navy PM/PO is needed, contact ONRIFO to find the appropriate PM/PO.

	6. Does the project have an ONRIFO point of contact to track through the selection process?
	NICOP may be a funding solution. Go to instructions listed below.
	Contact ONRIFO to establish an ONRIFO representative for the selection process.
