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GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The “2002 Ankara Oceanography Conference” aimed, through review, comparison and synthesis, to define multi-disciplinary scientific strategy for a new age of investigations targeting the Eastern Mediterranean and the Black Sea marine environments. The Eastern Mediterranean and the Black Sea are interior seas which are progressively isolated from the open ocean. What is really common between these Seas is their sensitivity to change, of either anthropogenic or climatic origin, in the context of global change. 

Specific objectives were:

· To foster cooperation between Eastern Mediterranean and Black Sea research groups,

· To emphasize similarities and differences between the two basins and to increase awareness of subtle interactions between them,

· To enhance the interface between research and policy-makers for most effective usage of scientific results. 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF SCIENTIFIC / TECHNICAL RESULTS

The official language of the Conference was English. The Conference consisted of an Opening Session on the first day, parallel sessions and poster session during the Conference week. The Opening Session included the general audience, and served for  organisation of the Conference, welcoming and the approaches and the programmes of the sponsoring agencies. Each oral presentation in the parallel sessions has been performed in 20 minutes, including questions. Posters were presented in poster session which were held on 15-17 October 2002.

Financial support were available to selected participants from developing countries. Young scientists and students were encouraged to participate in the Conference and to apply for financial support.  Totally 46 scientists from Black Sea and Mediterranean countries were financially supported to participate 2002 Ankara Oceanography Conference. Majority of the these participants received full support (Registration fee, travelling, accommodation, and living expences). 

373 abstracts were submitted by scientists from 26 countries for the Second International Conference on the "Oceanography of the Eastern Mediterranean and Black Sea: Similarities and Differences of Two Interconnected Basins". After review of all abstracts by the members of Scientific Advisory Committee, 214 abstracts have been accepted for oral presentation and 128 abstracts were accepted for poster presentation. Two opening lectures have been given by the invited speakers and 20 scientists presented specific topics at parallel sessions as keynote speakers. 11 presentations were performed  during NATO SfP Programme Special Session. Totally 151 of the oral presentations were realized in the parallel sessions and 64 posters could be presented during poster session. Some number of oral presentations have been performed as posters due to non participation of the first authors. The total number of participants were 240 for the Conference.

The oceanography of the Eastern Mediterranean and Black Sea has been reviewed, similarities and differences of these interconnected basins were emphasized during 2002 Ankara Conference. The presentations and subsequent discussions during the sessions were platforms to  foster cooperation between Eastern Mediterranean and Black Sea scientists and research groups. There was opportunity to discuss on future plans, joint programs, multidisciplinary scientific strategy on the oceanography of the Eastern Mediterranean and the Black Sea.
